Later,
proceed to one of the Seven Wonders of the World, the Grand Canyon (Mandatory
Admission fee to Grand Canyon West Rim). As you gaze out from the rim, you're
viewing 2 billion years of geologic history. You may take an optional visit to the
"Skywalk*" which is the new gigantic construction built on the very edge of the
Grand Canyon West Rim. The Skywalk is suspended 4,000 feet above the Colorado
River. This $60 million dollars bridge can withstand the weight of 71 fully loaded
Boeing 74 airplanes. It is the tallest man-made structure in the world. From the
bridge, you can step out onto the glass floor for a 720 degree view of the Canyon.

Day 8 Las Vegas QTanger Outlet Center i Los Angeles Ramada Inn or similar
Ethel M Chocolate Factory and Cactus Gardens is quite the adventure. It attracts
millions of tourists a year. On the way back to Los Angeles we'll stop by the
famous Tanger Outlet Centre where you'll be able to satisfy all shopping needs.

Day9 Santa Barbaraf= San Francisco Holiday Inn or similar
Visit Santa Barbara, Spanish Colonial architecture fused with modern details, giving Santa
Barbara a casual elegance. Arrive at Denmark Village. Antiquated windmills and Northern
European-style architecture punctuate the village's skyline. Travel to San Francisco.
